Abstract

This study aimed to identify obstacles impeded the
implementation of comprehensive integration of deaf and hard of hearing
children from the perspective of their teachers according to variables
(Educational environment, teachers, school administration, deaf and hard
of hearing children, family, and curriculum) in (Riyadh, Jeddah and
Dammam) and detect the differences in their perspectives regarding the
most prominent obstacles to the implementation of the Comprehensive
integration attributed to (Class taught by teacher, scientific
specialization). The sample included (84) deaf and hard of hearing
kindergarten teachers. The researcher used the descriptive analytical
method and relied on a questionnaire as the study tool. The findings
showed that: Barriers associated with the study variables which obstruct
the implementation of comprehensive integration of deaf and hard of
hearing children in kindergarten stage was a high degree, and the
existence of statistically significant differences in the sample responses
according to the variable of specialization in favor of kindergarten
female teachers, and the existence of differences between special
education qualifications teachers, and General Education qualifications
teachers + Special Education Diploma in favor of holders of Special
Education.

Abstract
The purpose of the present study was to examine the awareness

level of learning disabilities signs among kindergarten teachers. The
participants were (391) kindergarten teachers who worked at public and
privet kindergarten in Riyadh city. A two parts survey questionnaire was
used. The first part includes items related to teachers’ personal and
professional information, while the second part comprises (37) items
about Learning Disabilities Signs organized around five Sections. The
results indicated that the awareness level of learning disabilities signs
among kindergarten teachers was low. Moreover, There is a statistically
significant difference in the kindergarten teacher's level of awareness of
learning difficulties signs in the social and emotional behavior. In
addition, results showed that there are no statistically significant
differences in the kindergarten teacher's level of awareness of learning
difficulties signs in language development, motor skills, cognitive
development, attention, and social and emotional behavior according to
the difference in qualification and years of experience. Finally, there are
no statistically significant differences in between teachers who have
information about learning difficulties and those who do not have
information .

Abstract

This study aims to measure the effectiveness of using suggested
educational program based on using Learning object for developing
reading comprehension skills for students with Reading Disabilities in
elementary grade. Therefore, the researchers used the semi experimental
method with one group to study the impact of the independent variable
(Learning Object) on the dependent variable (reading comprehension).
Regarding the sample, the researchers selected a random sample from
fifth grade diagnosed as a learning disabled students by the resource
room teacher. The sample consists of 5 students studies at the 178
Elementary School at the second semester of the year. The students were
exposed to a pre diagnosing test then an educational program based on
learning object was implementing. After that, they exposed to a post
diagnosing test. The study found that: There is a statistical significant
difference at (0.05) between the average score of the students when
applying the diagnosing test for the posttest after the application.
